One Manõs Treasure seeks to help men newly re-

leased from prison rebuild their lives by providing clothing needs and clothing to 

help them interview for a job. One Manõs Treasure was started by Mary Carter, a 

previous member of our church and church staff. Mary continues to work diligently 

with One Manõs Treasure and a couple years also brought in Annette Jenkins to 

serve as Executive Director.  I enjoyed a very blessed call from Annette last week 

with extremely joyful news! 

A few weeks ago, One Manõs Treasure was faced with the challenge of moving out of 

a large portion of the Clothes Closet space because of our landlordõs expansion of 

his business.  As we asked for Godõs direction, Annette was blessed to locate a new 

space in Rockwall that not only will fit our current needs, but also will allow us to 

continue to increase the number of men that we are able to assist. 

One Manõs Treasure plans its move to the new space on Feb. 29, and we have iden-

tified some needs/wants  listed below that would help make the Clothes Closet more 

efficient and comfortable for the volunteers who sort clothing donations and gather 

clothes for the men.
