Lent is a time of repentance, fasting and preparation for the coming of Easter. It is a timexdsaiation

and reflection. In the early church, Lent was a time to prepare new converts for baptism. Today, Christians
focus on their relationship with God, often choosing to give up something or volunteering and giving of them:-
selves for others. The forty days of Lent represents the time Jesus spent in the wilderness, enduring the ten
tation of Satan. Sundays in Lent are not counted in the forty days because each Sunday represents a "mini
Easter"” celebration of the Jesus' victory over sin and death.

Ash Wednesday is the first day of Lent (Mardhi®2011). On Ash Wednesday, ashes are blessed, mixed

with either oil or water, and imposed on the head with the sign of the cross, or sprinkled on the forehead. The
ashes are made from burning palm branches blessed the previous year on Palm Sunday. When the leader it
poses the ashes, he or she says either "remember you are dust, and to dust you will return” (see Genesis 3:
or "repent and believe the Gospel" (Mark 1:15).

The ashes serve a dual purpose. First, as the above words imply, we are reminded of our mortality and hum
ity as we begin the Lenten season. Second, the ashes are a Biblical symbol of repentance, sorrow, and hum
ity. There are many cases in the Scriptures of wearing ashes as a sign of penitence, often while wearing sac
cloth. In 2 Samuel 13:19, Tamar puts on ashes and tears her clothes as a sign of sadness and repentance. |
Esther 4:13, after learning of the king's decree to kill all Jews, Mordecai tears his garments, and puts on sack
cloth and ashes. His fellow Jews do the same thing, as well as beginning to fast. The prophet Jeremiah (6:2¢
urges his readers to "gird on sackcloth and roll in ashes."”

Shrove Tuesday is the day before Ash Wednesday. It comes from the word "shriving" meaning confession a
absolution. Traditionally, this was a day when Christians would confess their sins in preparation for Lent. It is
a custom to eat pancakes on Shrove Tuesday. This probably originates from the ingredients of pancakes: oil
eggs, and butter, which were forbidden during Lent. Pancakes were an easy and convenient way of getting
them out of the house before Lent. Shrove Tuesday is also called "Fat Tuesday," which is what Mardi Gras
means. I't is called this because many took it to
