Funds Update

March 1, 2011 represented the end of our three-year capital funds campaign that began in March of
2008. Many thanks to everyone that was able to participate in that campaign by your prayers and
your financial gifts. We wanted to provide an update at the conclusion of that campaign. As a recap,
we received in 2008 pledges of over $420,000 for the three-year period of the campaign. At the conclu-
sion of the campaign, we had received $391,000 through contributions and other fundraisers includ-
ing talent shows, dinner theaters and 10% of bazaar_receipts . We consider this a tremendous suc-
cess, particularly in light of tough economies.

The below chart depicts our significant debt reduction progress since the initial capital campaign in
2004 to start the Phase II expansion.

In 2004 when we began fundraising for the new building, we had an existing mortgage of $325k on the
sanctuary building. The cost of the new construction was $1.15m and so the total debt load was
$1.475m. With contributions from the 2004 capital fundraising campaign, we were able to pay off the
sanctuary mortgage and reduce the new construction note to S900k by early 2008. As a result of the
success of our 2008 capital fundraising campaign, we have been able to further reduce our principal
balance to $S650k, pay interest of approximately $125k and build a reserve of $19k (equal to approxi-
mately 3 month’s mortgage payments). Well done!

As you might expect, as we neared the end of the capital campaign, our monthly building fund receipts
have declined. However, our monthly mortgage payment remains at $6,100. As you can see from the
below summary, our receipts year-to-date through April have not met our monthly obligation:

In April for example, we received building fund donations of $4,036 and utilized some of our reserve to
offset the shortfall. Our reserve currently stands at $19,722.

In the early fall, we will again embark on a capital funds campaign to continue to reduce our principal
debt balance and address our monthly mortgage obligations. You will hear much more about that soon,
but for the next few months, if you are able to continue to support our building fund, please be sure and
note on your checks or giving envelopes the portion of your donation that you designate to building fund.

Our results through April in the general fund have been better than budgeted and better than our results
for the same period in 2010. They are summarized as follows:

At the end of April, we have a cash balance in our general fund of $45,554.

We continue to be extremely thankful for the tremendous financial support and other ways in which this
congregation provides for the operation and ministries of this Church. In addition to our building and
general funds above, we also have funds set aside and designated towards our missions programs, youth
ministries and other outreach programs. We look forward to visiting with you again when we launch our
next capital campaign in a few months. In the meantime, please let me know if you have any questions
about our financial position, and thank you for your stewardship.
